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Uzbekistan - a 'Gem' on the 'Silk Route'. 

The 'Silk Route' was a network of ancient trade routes which connected Europe with 
China, spanning from the Mediterranean Sea to the present Korean Peninsula and 
Japan. The 'Silk Route' started about the time of the Han dynasty, when Emperor Wu 
was ruling and spanned across from eastern end in present-day China, and main 
western end in Antioch. Major cities of Middle East and West Asia, roughly from 
west to east in each modern-day countries enroute were Turkey, Azerbaijan, Geor-
gia, Armenia, Lebanon, Syria, Iraq and Iran, broadly from the eastern Mediterranean 
to South Asia, and  the countries in Central Asia viz; Turkmenistan, Uzbekistan, Ta-

jikistan and Almaty. 

My wife Kanan & I were planning to go explore few of these cities on the 'Silk 
Route' for past 2 years but somehow the trips had to be cancelled for one reason or 
the other. However the craze to do it at some point was always alive in our hearts. 
And yes, thanks to our travel organiser 'Savanna Travel' (contact details below) who 
designed the itinerary as per our needs and promptly concluded all visas, logistics 
and travel arrangement for a total of 15days visit combining Uzbekistan (9days) 
with Baku (capital city of Azerbaijan, 6 days). Thankfully there are now direct flights 
on some days of the week to Tashkent, Capital of Uzbekistan, a city well known to 
Indians as our revered Prime Minister Shree Lal Bahadur Shastri breathed his last 

there. 

The 4 hour Uzbek Air flight from Mumbai to Tashkent was comfortable. As we land-
ed on a warm mid afternoon, the car and driver cum guide received us and drove us 
to our hotel. After resting for an hour or so we started the city tour of Tashkent. I am 
happy to share details and photos of some of the important stops and land marks 

worth visiting for those of our readers who would wish to embark on this tour. 

It is important to remember that the cities- 'Pearls of the Silk Route' in Uzbekistan are 
Tashkent, Khiva, Urgench, Bukhara and Samarkand. These cities as they prospered 
and became wealthier were invaded, ravaged and rebuilt by Persians, Alexander 
the Great, Kushan Kings from India, Turks, Mongols like Genghis Khan (and his de-
scendants Taimur, Humayun, Babur), Huns from China, Sassanids and Arabs. The 

last few years before their independence. Uzbekistan was a part of Soviet Union. 

I will begin this travelogue with the description of Tashkent and later every month 
share details of the next city we visited. Hope you enjoy reading through my trave-

logue. 
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Historical and Cultural Sites 

• Khast Imam Complex: This religious center is the heart of old Tashkent and includes the Barak-
Khan Madrasah, the Tillya Sheikh Mosque, the Saint Abu Bakr Kaffal Shashi Mausoleum, and the 
Muyi Muborak Library, which houses the famous Quran of Caliph Uthman. The Quran of Caliph 

Uthman is one of the oldest in the world. The architecture is a stunning example of Islamic design. 

• Chorsu Bazaar: One of the largest and oldest markets in Central Asia, located in the old town.   
Experience the vibrant atmosphere, diverse range of goods, local spices, fruits, vegetables, and 

traditional crafts.  

• Amir Timur Museum: Dedicated to the Mongol warlord Timur (Tamerlane), the museum features 
exhibits related to his reign and legacy. The striking blue-domed building and a large collection 

of artifacts from the Timurid era.  

• Independence Square (Mustaqillik Maydoni): The central square of Tashkent, symbolizing the 
independence of Uzbekistan. The Independence Monument, the Eternal Flame, and the Senate 

building. 

Modern Attractions 

• Tashkent Tower: The tallest structure in Central Asia at 375 meters, offering panoramic views of 

the city. Observation deck and revolving restaurant with views over Tashkent.  

• Navoi Opera and Ballet Theatre: Named after Alisher Navoi, this grand theater is an architec-
tural marvel and a hub for cultural performances. Catch a performance of ballet or opera in a 

beautiful setting.  

• Lal Bahadur Shastri Memorial 
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Parks and Green Spaces 

• Alisher Navoi National Park: A large, tranquil park ideal for relaxation and walks. Lakes, boat 

rides, and the beautifully landscaped gardens.   

• Botanical Garden: One of the oldest and largest botanical gardens in Central Asia. Diverse 

plant collections, themed gardens, and serene walking paths.   

Museums and Galleries 

• State Museum of History of Uzbekistan: The largest museum in Uzbekistan, chronicling the histo-
ry of the region from ancient times to the present. Artifacts from different eras, including archae-

ological finds, ethnographic items, and historical documents.  

• Fine Arts Museum of Uzbekistan: Showcases a wide range of Uzbek art, from ancient artifacts 

to contemporary works.

Follow these simple steps to create this mouth-
watering dessert:  
• Start by peeling the mangoes, roughly 

chopping them, and squeezing out the 
pulp.  

• Transfer the pulp to a blender jar and add 
sugar and one cup of milk.  

• Blend until you achieve a smooth paste.  

• Heat a deep pan and pour in the blended 
paste.  

• Cook on medium flame until it comes to a 
boil. In a separate bowl, create a corn flour 
slurry by mixing corn flour with half a cup 
of milk. 

• Add this mix-
ture to the blended 
paste and continu-
ously stir and cook 
for 4-5 minutes, or 
until the mixture 
thickens.  
• Turn off the 
heat and squeeze in 
the juice of half a 
lemon, which will 
give the pudding a 
delightful wobble 
effect.  
• Transfer the 

mixture into individual moulds and allow 
it to cool completely.  

• Place the moulds in the refrigerator for ap-
proximately 4 hours, or until the pudding 
sets completely.  

• Finally, gently de-mould the pudding onto 
individual serving plates and garnish with 
chopped mangoes and mint sprigs.  

• Serve immediately and enjoy the indul-
gence of this eggless mango pudding per-
fection.
